IV. Essay (One paragraph minimum – two maximum) 20 Points
1. A.W. Tozer said in his book The Knowledge of the Holy, 
"What comes into our minds when we think about God is the most important thing about us. ... Worship is pure or base as the worshiper entertains high or low thoughts of God.
For this reason the gravest question before the Church is always God Himself, and the most portentous fact about any man is not what he at a given time may say or do, but what he in his deep heart conceives God to be like. We tend by a secret law of the soul to move toward our mental image of God. This is true not only of the individual Christian, but of the company of Christians that composes the Church. Always the most revealing thing about the Church is her idea of God, just as her most significant message is what she says about Him or leaves unsaid, for her silence is often more eloquent than her speech . . . 
 
Were we able to extract from any man a complete answer to the question, ”What comes into your mind when you think about God?” we might predict with certainty the spiritual future of that man. Were we able to know exactly what our most influential religious leaders think of God today, we might be able with some precision to foretell where the Church will stand tomorrow . . . 

A right conception of God is basic not only to systematic theology but to practical Christian living as well. It is to worship what the foundation is to the temple; where it is inadequate or out of plumb the whole structure must sooner or later collapse. I believe there is scarcely an error in doctrine or a failure in applying Christian ethics that cannot be traced finally to imperfect and ignoble thoughts about God . . .

____. claims that morality (humans’ seeking the “highest good”) presupposes the existence of God.


____. Literally, “against Christ.”


____. A biblical term generally meaning “to be set apart.”


____. A biblical term (from Greek prognōsis) that literally means “to know in advance.”


____. Any theory that sees all events, including human behavior, as the necessary result of prior causes.


____. A Latin term literally meaning “and the Son”


____. The characteristic of not experiencing change or development.


____. The fearful worship of spirits.


____. The five rational arguments that Thomas Aquinas saw as pointing to the existence of God: Motion, Cosmology, Contingency, Perfection, Teleology.


____. A term usually referring to the possibility of Christ’s second coming occurring at any moment.


____. sometimes refers to a form of atheism and materialism that maintains that the “natural” universe (composed of energy and matter and based on natural laws) is the sum total of reality – matter is all that matters.


____.  The belief that human behavior is self-caused.


____. The theory that human free will is consistent (compatible) with God’s sovereign prerogative to determine or will all things that are to happen.


____. A biblical term used in reference to the unapproachable and mighty manifestation of the immediate presence of God.


____.  the theory that God creates a person’s soul directly, as well as a theory of the creation of the universe as having been accomplished in a literal seven-day week as recorded in the first chapters of Genesis.


____. equivalent of the Hebrew term Messiah and means “anointed one.”


____. A Hebrew term meaning “anointed one.”


____. refers to each of the three concrete and distinct trinitarian persons who share a single divine nature or essence.


____. Any command or order given by a ruler.


____. A term describing the uniqueness of humans as God’s creatures, said to be created in God’s image and likeness (Gen 1:26–27).


____. a theological assertion that in Jesus the eternal Word of God appeared in human form.


____. God not only knows reality, but He also knows all possible realities.


____. A transfer of benefit or harm from one individual to another.


____. the trinitarian heresy that does not view Father, Son and Spirit as three particular “persons in relation” but merely as three modes or manifestations of the one divine person of God.


____. The idea that God is present in, close to and involved with creation.


____. God cannot be affected.
