____. The theory that human free will is consistent (compatible) with God’s sovereign prerogative to determine or will all things that are to happen.


_____. The process of teaching the basic Christian beliefs and the contents of the Scriptures either to a child who is raised in the church or to a new convert to Christianity. 


_____. A word generally used to translate the generic Greek word ekklēsia, which variously means “gathering,” “assembly” or “congregation.” But, in NT refers to believers.


_____. An approach used to interpret the Bible in light of its final form as a theologically unified collection of books


____. A theory of knowledge that asserts that a given proposition or statement is true when it is consistent within a larger set of propositions also taken to be true.

_____. Generally refers to either the completion of an era of God’s working in history or the absolute completion of history


_____. Literally meaning “standard” or “rule,” the term is most closely associated with the collection of books that the church has recognized as the written Word of God (Scripture)


____. The intentional or unintentional situating of Jesus Christ as the central or dominant theme of Christian theology. 


_____. (1) to acknowledge the greatness of God in praise and worship, (2) to acknowledge and repudiate sin, and (3) to verbalize basic doctrinal commitments. 


 ____. A term referring to any theory that attempts to define the relationship between the divine sovereignty of God and the free actions and responsibilities of created human beings.


____. A term literally meaning “universal” or “worldwide.”


         ____. Confesses “one and the same Christ, Son, Lord, Only-begotten, made known in two natures without confusion, without change, without division, without separation, the difference of the natures being by no means removed because of the union [of the divine and the human].”


 


         ____. The theological study devoted to answering two main questions: Who is Jesus? (the question of his identity) and What is the nature and significance of what Jesus accomplished in the incarnation? (the question of his work).


         ------. The process of seeking to communicate the message and teachings of the ancient Scriptures using contemporary forms of language as well as metaphors and images that are familiar to the current audience.
