Thematic Analysis Instructions
Instructions:

1. This assignment is much like outlining, but in reverse.  It will help in understanding the book of John from the details to the generals.  After the theme has been achieved, compare it to the outlines attached to this instruction packet, and remember that all the passages are seasoned by this theme, so when you read any portion of the book of John from this time forward, you should read with this theme in mind.

2. The Thematic Analysis will take each pericope, that is, each paragraph, as it appears in the modern Greek text (or see 7b below) and give it a brief title.
3. Step two is to link a few pericopes together that seem to build an immediate context.  Each of these immediate contexts is to be titled. Utilize the arrows provided to encapsulate the sections that are grouped as demonstrated in the template.
4. Step three is to go to the third column and further connect these immediate contexts from column two into major points, much like the Roman numeral points of an outline (I., II., III., etc.).   Each of these points is to be titled. Utilize the arrows provided to encapsulate the sections that are grouped as demonstrated in the template.
5. The fourth column is grouping these major points into major sections that should be limited to two to five sections total.  Each of these sections is to be titled. Utilize the arrows provided to encapsulate the sections that are grouped as demonstrated in the template.
6. These major sections are then to be summarized into a single theme for the book of John in column five.  This theme is the goal of the assignment. Arrows are not needed in this column.
7. NOTE:
a. When you open the Thematic Analysis Template, you will see that some of the spaces have been filled in to get you started. You will need to add to the template table to fill in the rest of the book.
b. The remaining pericopes can be seen in the New American Standard Update, as each of the new Greek text paragraphs are denoted by a bolded verse number.
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
