____. A principle of interpretation that suggests that clearer passages of Scripture should be used to interpret more obscure or difficult passages.


____. A philosophical theory that assumes that all knowledge is gained through either internal experience or external experience


____. A general term used in theology to speak of the integration or application of an aspect of the Christian belief system into Christian practice.

_____. Speaks of God making himself known to humans in words and ways suitable for the finite human mind to comprehend. 


____. Literally meaning “standard” or “rule,” the term is most closely associated with the collection of books that the church has recognized as the written Word of God (Scripture).


____. The process of seeking to communicate the message and teachings of the ancient Scriptures using contemporary forms of language as well as metaphors and images that are familiar to the current audience.


____. Any philosophical system that attempts to define what it means to be human in terms of “existence”


____. A theory of knowledge that asserts that a proposition is true when it corresponds to or harmonizes with an external reality “as it really is.”


____. the attempt to interpret the Scriptures by uncovering the original meaning of the text, looking to the original historical setting in which it was written without reference to later theological traditions.


____. the process of analyzing a particular representation of reality so as to offer a critique of how a text “constructs” a picture of reality.


____. “hidden,” “higher” or “deeper” meaning.


____. meanings of biblical texts are sought through the application of techniques used in interpreting various types of literature.


____. attempts to give as much “evidence” as possible to substantiate crucial facts of the Christian faith such as the resurrection of Christ or the historical accuracy of the biblical accounts.


____. The view that matters of religious and theological truth must be accepted by faith apart from the exercise of reason.


____. A term used to declare that God reveals something about the divine nature through the created order.


____. A term that refers to different types or varieties of literature or media.
