____. Holding God as the central object of focus and interest as well as our ultimate concern.


____. Adopted from the Latin word numen, a word coined to describe the core of religious experience as an encounter with the presence of “the holy.”


____. An attribute of God’s being; God’s right and just character, actions and judgments.


____. Connected with “wind” and “breath,” spirit refers to life itself, to the life principle and above all to God as the source and giver of life. In addition, the Holy Spirit is the third person of the one triune God and as such is the Life Giver.


____. Greek for “everything is God,” the belief that God and the universe are essentially identical.


____. The attempt to assimilate differing or opposite doctrines and practices, especially between philosophical and religious systems, resulting in a new system altogether in which the fundamental structure and tenets of each have been changed.


       ____. A term in Christian trinitarian thought that designates the way the Son and Spirit originate from the Father. The Son’s procession from the Father is called generation, or filiation, whereas the procession of the Spirit from the Father (and the Son, in Western theology) is called spiration.


____. The attribute of God that refers to being wholly and distinctly separate from creation (although always actively involved in and with it as well).


____. The system of belief that presupposes the reality of God as the foundational concept informing all other beliefs.


����____. The free, subjective and holy response of God to sin and to the evil and wickedness exhibited by creatures in opposition to God.


____. A response to the problem of evil in the world that attempts logically, relevantly and consistently to defend God as simultaneously omnipotent, all-loving and just despite the reality of evil.


____. The Christian understanding of God as triune.


____. God’s divine purpose for creation as a whole and for human beings in particular.
