3. Influenced by a final minimum of 8 sources:

a. that cannot include:

i. Wikipedia

ii. Non-academic (level) material

b. that can include:

i. Interviews (max 2)

ii. Blogs (Academic)

iii. Websites (max 2)

c. that MUST include:

i. At least 1 journal

ii. At least 2 commentaries

iii. At least 1 theology

iv. At least 1 book on textual criticism

v. At least 1 book on biblical Greek

vi. No more than 2 websites, unless an online journal article or book
