____. The practice of sprinkling with, pouring on or immersing in water as an act of Christian initiation and obedience to Christ’s own command.


____. The area of theological study concerned with understanding the church.


____. According to Roman Catholicism and Eastern Orthodoxy, this is one of the sacraments of the church and is administered by a clergyperson to children prior to receiving their first communion at about age twelve. This act gives a special grace to the child, enabling growth in faith.


_____. A  seventeenth-century English state church of England that formed out of the theology of Protestantism, but maintained a strong affinity to the worship and structure of the Roman Catholic Church.


____. The belief that water baptism effects the saving work of the Holy Spirit in washing away original sin.


____. A system of church government that assumes that Christ’s authority comes directly to the local congregation and is practiced in a democratic way.


____. the attempt to seek a worldwide unity and cooperation among all churches that confess Jesus Christ as Lord.


____. created spiritual beings who, along with Satan, are in rebellion against the good purposes of God.


____. A theological conviction arising out of the Radical Reformation that emphasizes the church as comprising only those who through faith in Jesus Christ voluntarily gather together for the sake of worship, instruction and doing good deeds.


____. An organizational structure of several congregations who unite together on the basis of common doctrinal, organizational, ethnic, geographical or practical considerations even while meeting in separate localized situations.


____. A word generally used to translate the generic Greek word ekklēsia, which variously means “gathering,” “assembly” or “congregation.” However, the NT tends to use the word to refer to all those who by faith in the person and work of Christ.


____. A Greek word meaning “fellowship,” “communion” or “sharing together.”


____. A designation for the sacrament or ordinance of the church otherwise known as Communion or the Eucharist.


____. The general term for the period of massive ecclesial and theological change in Western Christianity that had its roots as early as the fourteenth century and lasted into the seventeenth century.


____. A form of church government in which the chief oversight of the church is entrusted to bishops, while presbyters, deacons or priests minister more specifically within local congregations.


____.  A set of terms arising out of the Greek word euangelion, “good news,” or “gospel.” In its most general sense it means being characterized by a concern for the essential core of the Christian message, which proclaims the possibility of salvation through the person and work of Jesus Christ.


____. the product of the “protestation” movement within Christianity that originated in the sixteenth-century Reformation and was later focused in the main Protestant traditions (Lutheran, Calvinist/Presbyterian and Anglican/Episcopalian).


____. Generally, a term most closely related to the biblical idea of fellowship (from Greek koinōnia). It can refer to either the relational fellowship persons may have with God or the fellowship persons have with one another, especially with those who are in Christ. The term is also used in reference to the Lord’s Supper.
